
Hiding rows and columns is a great tool to create self checking worksheets.  You can even hide sheets.

Hiding Columns or Rows
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1.  Click to highlight the row(column) you would like to hide.

2.  Go to Format, row(column) and click hide.  

3.  Notice how the row(column) is hidden.

Unhide Rows or Columns
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1. Highlight row(column) before hidden row(column) and highlight row after hidden row(column).

2. Go to Format, row(column) and click Unhide.

3. Row(column) should reappear.
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
