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Change Autoshape.
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AutoShapes can be used to for many creative writing ideas.  Words can easily be added to the different shapes with text boxes.  Speech bubbles are great tool to encourage writing expression.  Using the drawing grid feature easily aligns the shapes.

Displaying a Grid in Word

1. Open a new word document.

2. Be sure the drawing toolbar is visible at the bottom. (If it isn’t, go to view on the menu bar, select Toolbars and select the drawing toolbar.

3. Select Draw on the toolbar and click Grid.

4. At the drawing grid pop up window, select display gridlines. 

5. Change the vertical every and horizontal every to 5.

6. The document now has a grid to align shapes if needed.
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Adding AutoShapes
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1. Select  AutoShapes on the drawing toolbar.  

2. Select a shape from the basic shapes menu.

3. Add a fill color.  

4. Right click on the AutoShape. 

5. Select Add Text.  

6. Text will appear in the boundaries of the AutoShape.

7. Format the text as you would like it to appear within the shape.

8. Add a shadow to your shape using the shadow feature on the toolbar.

9. Be creative!
