Creating a Cause and Effect Template                     

Getting Started

1. Open Inspiration 6.

2. Highlight the main idea symbol and select the rectangle with rounded corners.

3. Type in Little Gopher could not keep up with the other children.
4. Highlight the text, go to format on the menu bar and change font to 14 pt.

5. Go to Style on the menu bar and change the style to bold.

Changing the Look for all Symbols 

1. Highlight the main idea symbol with the sentence.

2. Click and select new look on the menu bar.

3. Now click below the first symbol and begin typing to create the second symbol.  This time type Little Gopher went to the hills to think about becoming a young man.

4. Create three more symbols in a column typing in these sentences:

Little Gopher could not go hunting with the warriors.

Little Gopher kept painting for his people.

Little Gopher found the color of the sunset so he left his brushes on the hill.

Adding the effect symbols for responses

1. Click on the first symbol and then select create new symbol by selecting the right arrow.

2. Expand the symbol to match the ones in the left column by dragging the handlebars.

3. Click on the link and type Instead of.  This places the text in the middle of the link.

4. Create a link and symbol from each cause by using the right create a link feature.

5. Type the following text in the link text boxes:

The second link:  He learned
The third link:  Instead he

The fourth link:  Because he had been faithful
The fifth link:  The paintbrushes became

Inserting Graphics from Symbol Library

1. Click above the first link.

2. Go to the art library on the symbol palette and select art tools.

3. Click on the palette to insert it into the diagram.

4. Resize to shrink it to fit over the link.

Inserting Graphics from Internet

1. Go to the graphic site of choice.  In this case we used:
http://members.aol.com/poison64/nagifs/gifs.html
2. Right click on the little dream weaver icon.

3. Click on top of the second link to insert your cursor where you want the graphic to go.

4. Go to Edit on the menu bar and select paste.  Resize the graphic if needed.

5. Add the buffalo icon to the third link by following the same procedures.

Inserting a Graphic from a File.

1. Click at the top of the diagram.

2. Go to Edit on the menu bar.

3. Select Insert Graphic from the bottom of the list.  

4. Go to the file that contains the specific graphic.  In this case go to the W:drive and select the technology folder.

5. In the technology folder select the graphics folder.

6. From the graphics folder select the graphic title pbush.gif.

7. Drag it to place it somewhere at the top.

Copy the Graphic

1. Select the graphic.

2. Go to Edit on the menu bar and select copy.

3. Insert where the cursor where you want the graphic to be placed.

4. Go to Edit on the menu bar and select paste.

5. The graphic should appear.

6. You can drag and resize as needed.

Insert a Title.

1. Select the Text Box Tool at the bottom.

2. Insert at the top of the diagram and type in a title for the diagram:

Save the Diagram as a Template

1. Go to File on the menu bar.

2. Select Save as a Template.

3. Type in a template name.

4. Now your students have the option of completing the activity on the computer.
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
